64B16-28.802 Special Sterile Compounding Permits. 

With the exception of those pharmacies which hold an active 

stand alone Special Parenteral/Enteral or Special Parenteral / 

Enteral Extended Scope Compounding permit, a special sterile 

compounding permit is a type of special permit, which is 

required before any permitted pharmacy may engage in the 

preparation of compounding sterile products. This permit is an 

additional permit required by a licensed pharmacy and shall 

not be considered a modifier. The compounding of sterile 

products must be in strict compliance with the standards set 

for in Rules 64B16-27.700 and 64B16-27.797, F.AC.
