Activities that may receive Endangered and Threatened Native

Application Review and Project Selection 

All eligible applications will be evaluated competitively by the 

Endangered Plant Advisory Council at a public meeting 

scheduled for the fall of 2024. The Council consists of members 

appointed by the Florida Commissioner of Agriculture. The 

Council will review the applications in accordance with the 

criteria and procedures established in Florida Statute 581.185 

and Rule Chapter 5B-40, Florida Administrative Code. The 

Council will make a recommendation, based on applications 

received and the qualifications of each applicant, to the 

Commissioner of Agriculture. A level of funding (full or 

partial) will be suggested for each project recommended. 

Final selection of projects for inclusion in the Department of 

Agriculture and Consumer Services 2025 legislative budget 

request will be made by the Florida Commissioner of 

Agriculture and based on Council recommendations.
