DEVELOPMENT IS:

65A-1.713 SSI-Related Medicaid
Criteria.

(1) through (2) No change.

(3) _The \eterans Administration (VA) provides a
housebound allowance to eligible individuals who do not
gualify for regular aid and attendance payments. This
allowance can be paid to a veteran or widow or a widower who
receives dependency or indemnity compensation. It is excluded
income.

(4) VA provides an allowance for unreimbursed medical
expenses (UME) incurred by the veteran that exceeds five
percent of an individual’s annual income. UME is excluded
income. The Department may use form CF-ES 2262, Request
for_\eterans Information, October 2005 (incorporated by
reference) to verify through the Department of Veterans Affairs
the type and amount of VA payments.

(53} When Income Is Considered Available for
Budgeting. The Ddepartment counts income when it is
received, when it is credited to the individual’s account, or
when it is set aside for their use, whichever is earlier.

(a) If a regular periodic payment is occasionally received
in a month other than the normal month of receipt and there is
no intent to interrupt the regular payment schedule the
Ddepartment considers the funds to be available income in the
normal month of receipt. Examples include checks advance
dated because the regular payment date falls on a weekend or
holiday, or electronic fund transfers or direct deposits which
are posted to a bank account before or after the month they are
payable.

(b) Florida State Retirement benefits are received the last
workday of the month. The payment shall be considered
income in the following month for SSl-related Medicaid
purposes.

(6)t4) Income Budgeting Methodologies. To determine
eligibility SSI budgeting methodologies are applied except
where expressly prohibited by 42 U.S.C. § 1396 (2000 Ed.,
Sup. 1V) (incorporated by reference), or another less restrictive
option is elected by the state under 42 U.S.C. § 1396a(r)(2)
(2000 Ed., Sup. IV) (incorporated by reference). When
averaging income, all income from the most recent consecutive
four weeks shall be used if it is representative of future

earnings. A longer period of past time may be used if necessary
to provide a more accurate indication of anticipated
fluctuations in future income.

(@) For MEDS-AD Demonstration Waiver, Protected
Medicaid, Medically Needy, Qualified Working Disabled
Individual, QMB, SLMB, QI1, and to compute the community
spouse income allocation for spouses of ICP individuals, the
following less restrictive methodology for determining gross
monthly income is followed:

1. When income is received monthly or more often than
once per month the monthly income from that source shall be
computed by first determining the weekly income amount and
then multiplying that amount by 4. A five-week month shall
not be treated any differently than a four-week month.

2. When unearned income is received less often than
monthly the total amount will be prorated over the period it is
intended to cover. If prorating income adversely affects the
client it will be counted in the month received and not prorated.

3. When earned income is received less often than
monthly, the department counts the total amount in the month
received and does not prorate.

(b) For institutional care, hospice, and HCBS waiver
programs the department applies the following methodology in
determining eligibility:

1. To determine if the individual meets the income
eligibility standard the client’s total gross income, excluding
income placed in qualified income trusts, is counted in the
month received. The total gross income must be less than the
institutional care income standard for the individual to be
eligible for that month.

2. If the individual’s monthly income does not exceed the
institutional care income standard in any month the department
will prorate the income over the period it is intended to cover
to compute patient responsibility, provided that it does not
result in undue hardship to the client. If it causes undue
hardship it will be counted for the anticipated month of receipt.

(c) Medically Needy. The amount by which the
individual’s countable income exceeds the Medically Needy
income level, called the “share of cost”, shall be considered
available for payment of medical care and services. The
department computes available income for each month
eligibility is requested to determine the amount of excess
countable income available to meet medical costs. If countable
income exceeds the Medically Needy income level the
department shall deduct allowable medical expenses in
chronological order, by day of service. Countable income is
determined in accordance with subsection 65A-1.713(2),
F.A.C. To be deducted the expenses must be unpaid, or if paid,
must have been paid in the month for which eligibility is being
determined or incurred and paid during the three previous
calendar months to the month for which eligibility is being
determined but no earlier than the three retroactive application
months. The paid expense may not have been previously
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deducted from countable income during a period of eligibility.
Medical expenses reimbursed by a state or local government
not funded in full by federal funds, excluding Medicaid
program payments, are allowable deductions. Any other
expenses reimbursable by a third party are not allowable
deductions. Examples of recognized medical expenses include:

1. Allowable health insurance costs such as medical
premiums, other health insurance premiums, deductibles and
co-insurance charges; and,

2. Allowable medical services such as the cost of public
transportation to obtain allowable medical services; medical
services provided or prescribed by a recognized member of the
medical community; and personal care services in the home
prescribed by a recognized member of the medical community.

5H-1.006 Definitions.

For the purpose of this chapter, the definitions in Section
604.15, FE.S., and the following shall apply. Tropical Foliage
means any kind of herbaceous plants, originally from tropical
climates, that are grown and sold as potted plants, cut foliage
or_interiorscape primarily for the decorative value of their
leaves. Excluded from this definition are woody temperate
zone plants, such as trees, shrubs or woody vines.

5H-1.007 Content of Dealers Records.

In accordance with Section 604.22, F.S., each licensed dealer
shall preserve for at least eighteen (18) months a record of each
transaction involving agricultural products. The preserved
record may take the form of an invoice, bill of sale, manifest,
or other written document showing the date of sale, the name
and address of the seller, and the kind or common name and
quantity of each agricultural product included in the
transaction.

5H-1.008 Guidelines _for
Penalties.

(1) This rule sets forth the guidelines the Department will
follow in imposing the penalties authorized under Chapter 604,
E.S. These guidelines list aggravating and mitigating factors
that, if present, will reduce or increase penalties to be imposed.
No aggravating factors will be applied to increase a fine
imposed for a single violation above the statutory maximum of
$2,500 per violation. Multiple counts of the violated provision
or a combination of the listed violations will be added together
to determine an overall total penalty and will be grounds for
enhancement of penalties.

Imposing Administrative
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(2) The Department will enforce compliance with Chapter
604, F.S., and this rule chapter by issuing an Administrative

Complaint for violations.

(3) Agaravating and Mitigating Factors. The Department
will consider aggravating and mitigating factors in determining
the penalty to be imposed for violations of Chapter 604, F.S.,
and this rule chapter. The factors shall be applied against each
single count of the listed violation.

(a) Aggravating Factors:

1. Whether a complaint(s) have been filed against the
Respondent by a producer (or their agent) of agricultural
products in Florida.

2. The violation caused or has the potential to cause harm
to a Florida agricultural producer and the degree or extent of
such harm.

3. Previous violations for the same or a similar offense that
resulted in enforcement action.

4. The length of time the business has been in operation
and the violation history over the past three years.

5. The violation existed for an extended period of time.

6. The violation was repeated within a short period of
time.

7. The violator impeded, or otherwise failed to cooperate
with, the Department’s inspection and/or investigation.

8. Previous disciplinary action against the violator in this
or any other jurisdiction and the deterrent effect of the penalty
imposed.

9. Undue delay in initiating or completing, or failure to
take, affirmative or corrective action after receipt of the
Administrative Complaint.

10. Whether the violation resulted from negligence or an
intentional act.

11. The cost of enforcement action.

12. The number of other violations proven in the same
proceeding.

13. The economic benefit to the violator.

(b) Mitigating Factors:

1. Any documented efforts by the violator at corrective
action.

2. Whether intentional actions of another party prevented

(4) Penalties.

(a) Minor Violations. A violation of Chapter 604, E.S., or
this rule chapter is a minor violation if it does not result in
economic or physical harm to a Florida producer or create a
significant threat of such harm. Minor violations shall result in
the issuance of an Administrative Complaint and imposition of
an administrative fine of $500.00 per violation, for first time
offenders. Aggravating factors, as defined in paragraph (3)(a)
of this rule, shall warrant the adjustment of the fine upward,
but no fine shall exceed the statutory maximum as outlined in
Section 604.30(3)(a), F.S. Mitigating factors, as defined in
paragraph (3)(b) of this rule, shall warrant the adjustment of
the fine downward. For the purposes of this rule, the following
violations shall be considered minor violations:

1. Failure to have a license pursuant to Section 604.17,
ES.. where the surety bond or certificate of deposit required
under Section 604.20(1), F.S., is less than $15,000.

2. Failure to provide delivery tickets after delivery of
grain, Section 604.32, F.S.

3. Failure to submit monthly grain dealer reports, Section
604.33, F.S.

(b) Major Violations. A violation of a Chapter 604, F.S., or
this rule chapter is a major violation if it results in economic or
physical harm to a Florida producer or creates a significant
threat of such harm. Major violations shall result in the
issuance of an Administrative Complaint and imposition of an
administrative fine of $1,000.00 per violation, for first time
offenders, and $2,500 per violation, for second-time or repeat
offenders. Aggravating factors, as defined in paragraph (3)(a)
of this rule, shall warrant the adjustment of the fine upward,
but no fine shall exceed the statutory maxima as outlined in
Section 604.30(3)(a), F.S. Mitigating factors, as defined in
paragraph (3)(b) of this rule, shall warrant the adjustment of
the fine downward, For the purposes of this rule, the following
violations shall be considered major violations:

1. Failure to have a license pursuant to Section 604.17,
E.S.. where the surety bond or certificate of deposit required
under Section 604.20(1), ES., is equal to or greater than
$15.,000.

The Department shall utilize all available
remedies to ensure compliance including administrative action,
civil actions, settlements, and referrals for criminal
prosecution. The Department shall enforce a failure to comply
with an agreement to resolve violations or a settlement
agreement with the penalties and remedies provided in the
agreement and as authorized by Chapter 120 or Chapter 604,
ES.

(c) Failure to respond to an Administrative Complaint
shall result in the entry of a Final Order against the violator or
entity responsible for the violation imposing an administrative
fines not to exceed the statutory maximum allowable under
Section 604.30(3)(a), F.S.

(d) A failure to comply with a Final Order of the
Department shall result in any applicable license revocation
and an administrative fine equal to the maximum amount as
allowable under Section 604.30(3).

Most permits required by the Clean Air Act are issued by state
and local agencies. Occasionally, however, the USEPA is
responsible for issuing permits for sources of air pollution
located in areas of federal jurisdiction, such as offshore.
USEPA Region 4 is the agency responsible for issuing CAA
permits to liquefied natural gas (LNG) deepwater ports that
may be located on the Outer Continental Shelf beyond the
seaward boundaries of the States of Alabama, Florida, and
Mississippi. These facilities, primarily vessels, will be engaged
in vaporizing imported LNG and sending it to shore through
pipelines and will be located a minimum of three miles, but
often much farther, from shore. If licensed, such projects will
require an air quality preconstruction permit and Title V
operating permit issued pursuant to the CAA and applicable
regulations.

USEPA is required to “Notify the public of the opportunity to
be put on the mailing list through periodic publication in the
public press and in such publications as Regional and State
funded newsletters, environmental bulletins, or State law
journals.” USEPA is also required to notify the public when we
propose to issue an air quality permit and allow the opportunity
for comment on the proposed permit or request a public
hearing. The public comment period is a minimum of 30 days.
The public will be notified of a draft permit through a printed
legal notice in a newspaper of general circulation in an area
onshore from where the source will be located. The public may
also be notified of the draft permit through our website.
USEPA will directly notify by e-mail or mail any person who
requests to be on the mailing list.
