PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The proposed rule is intended to
clarify rule 33-602.203, F.A.C. and make the rule consistent
with § 944.47, F.S., as amended by the Florida Legislature in

rule to prohibit the introduction of certain cannabis-related
products and vapor-generating devices inside state correctional
institutions in accordance with § 944.47, F.S., as amended by
the Florida Legislature in 2020.

68-5.007 Possession of Prohibited Non-native Species.

No person shall import into the state, sell, possess, or transport
any live specimens of the species, or hybrids or eggs thereof,
listed in  rule  68-5.006, F.AC., except by
Conditional/Prohibited/Nonnative Species permit and as
provided below:

(1) Exhibition of Prohibited Species:

(a) Eligibility:

1. A permit for educational exhibition of Prohibited species
shall only be issued to public aquaria, zoological parks, or
public exhibitors.

2._If a person, firm, or corporation held a valid captive
wildlife class 11 exhibition or sale license on June 30, 2020, and
documented an inventory of green iguanas or tegus on his or
her or its 2018 or 2019 license application or indicated planned
possession of green iguanas or tegus on his or her or its 2018 or
2019 license application, the Commission, upon receipt of a
completed permit application, shall authorize that person, firm,
or_corporation to continue to exhibit green iguanas or tequ
lizards for as long as the person, firm, or corporation maintains
an active permit.

3. Permits may only be granted to persons in lawful
possession of such species prior to the species’ listing as
