The South Florida Water Management District (District) hereby
gives notice: On April 8, 2021, the District's Governing Board
issued SFWMD Order No. 2021-011-DAO-ROW to
Miccosukee Tribe of Indians of Florida (Application No. 21-
0210-1M). The petition for waiver was received by the District
on February 10, 2021.

Code, which prohibits
buildings of any type within the District’s right of way, as set
forth on page 160 of the Right of Way Criteria Manual for Use
of Works or Lands of the District, incorporated by reference in
subsection 40E-6.091(1), Fla. Admin. Code. Generally, the
Order sets forth the basis of the Governing Board decision to
grant the waiver as follows: 1) the proposed use will not
interfere with the District's current ability to perform necessary
construction, alteration, operation, and routine maintenance
activities; and 2) the Order granting a waiver from the subject
rule is based upon a substantial hardship and principles of
fairness.
