1A-39.001 Division of Historical Resources Grant 

Programs & Requirements. 

(1) The purpose of this chapter is to establish 

administrative procedures for all Division of Historical 

Resources Historic Preservation Grants-in-Aid programs. Each 

program is governed by guidelines that contain eligibility 

requirements, application review procedures, evaluation and 

funding criteria, grant administration procedures, and 

application forms. All grant awards are subject to the approval 

of the Secretary of State and subject to availability of funds 

appropriated by the Legislature. 

(2) At least 80% of each donation made pursuant to Section 

550.0351(2), F.S., if any, shall be available for allocation to 

eligible projects within a 50-mile radius of the racetrack or 

fronton which held the Charity Day from which the donation is 

derived. The remaining 20% of each donation may be used for 

eligible projects in other areas of the state.
