9. The voter or designee’s signature, as applicable (written 

requests only). 

(d) The voter shall receive a vote-by-mail ballot for all 

elections through the end of the calendar year of the next 

regularly scheduled general election, unless the request 

indicates it is being made for one or more specific elections 

within such period.
