PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The rule amendments clarify the

procedure and practice requirements necessary regarding Take
Into Custody or Pickup Orders for missing children in out-of-
home care. Amendments add MDT staffing requirements for
missing children that are recovered pursuant to 39.4022 F.S.

SUMMARY: The amendments include the following: (1)
requires the child welfare professional to staff the case with
Children’s Legal Services to assess whether a Take Into
Custody or Pickup Order should be obtained, (2) includes the
factors in the assessment, (3) addresses when the missing child
procedures will be followed, (4) expands the notification
requirements when a child is missing, (5) identifies when a

multidisciplinary team meeting should be requested, (6)
clarifies what the child welfare professional is to do if a case is
closed, and (7) specifies when a missing child staffing must be
held.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED

is competent in accordance with the Competency Rule of the
Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice, as
required by Rule 61J1-9.001, F.A.C., but for at least a minimum
of the first six (6) months and 150 hours in sections I, 11, and 111
of the Appraisal Experience Log for DBPR-RE-2300 of the
registered trainee’s initial registration. This provision shall not
be construed to require that the registered trainee appraiser
attend all inspections.

The Board considered the instant Petition at a duly-noticed
public meeting held on December 5, 2022 in Orlando, Florida.
The Board’s Order, filed on January 19, 2023, denied the
petition, finding that Petitioner had failed to establish that the
purpose of the underlying statute would be met by granting a
variance or waiver from paragrpah 61J1-4.010(2)(c), Florida
Administrative Code. The Board further finds that Petitioner
failed to establish that applying the requirements of the
aforementioned rule to Petitioner’s circumstances would
violate principles of fairness and impose substantial hardship.
