(a) Continuing Education for licensure renewal shall 

consist of a minimum of twelve (12) hours of formal live lecture 

format or via approved webinar. An approved webinar must be 

recognized pursuant to paragraphs 64B17-9.001(7)(b) and (c), 

F.A.C., and must meet the following conditions: 

1. The webinar must contain specific relevant learning 

objectives, 

2. The webinar must provide for an interactive format, 

3. The webinar must provide for a post-course assessment; 

and, 

4. The webinar provider must ensure attendance. 

Web based, satellite transmitted, video or audio 

transmitted, or on-line instruction programs offered in real-time 

which allow participants to communicate with an instructor 

during the presentation of the program are considered live. 

(b) The Board will accept a maximum of twelve (12) 

contact hours taken via self-paced format during each 

biennium. Self-paced format is independent study and requires 

a certificate of completion and an examination. These courses 

may include, but are not limited to, digital media courses, mail-

order courses, courses with pre-recorded video instruction, pre-

programmed computer sources, smart phone applications, 

home study, directed study and other self-education courses.
