68B-34.002 Definitions.

(1) “Bonefish” means any fish of the family Albulidae, or any part thereof.

(2) “Harvest” means the catching or taking of a fish by any means whatsoever, followed by a reduction of such fish to possession. Fish that are caught, but immediately returned to the water free, alive, and unharmed are not harvested. 

(3) “Harvest for commercial purposes” means the taking or harvesting of fish for purposes of sale, barter, trade, or exchange, or with intent to sell, barter, trade, or exchange.

(4) “Organized tournament,” as used in this chapter, means a fishing competition held in the State of Florida that involves ten or more participants, has written rules and regulations, requires an entry fee, and awards prizes to competitors. 

(5) “Person” means any natural person, firm, entity, or corporation. 

(6) “Target” means attempting to catch or take a fish by any means whatsoever.
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
