No comments were received in response to the petition. The Final Order on the Petition for Variance grants the Petitioner a variance from Rule 2.2.2.5, 2.2.4.2, 2.26.1.4.4, 2.26.1.5, 2.26.1.5.4, 2.26.2.33, 2.26.12.4, 2.27.1.1.3, 2.27.3.1.6(h), 2.27.3.2.5, 2.27.3.2.6, 2.27.3.3.1(m), 2.27.3.3.7, 2.27.7.2 and 3.26.9.3 ASME A17.1, 2005 edition, as adopted by Chapter 30, Section 3001.2 Florida Building Code adopted by paragraph 61C-5.001(1)(a) Florida Administrative Code that requires providing a sump pump, a minimum 7” pit ladder clearance, a “HELP” button in the elevator, visual and audible emergency signals, an elevator recalled to designated level, heat detector in the machine room that activates a flashing fire symbol, firefighter’s operation panel behind a locked cover, phase II fire instructions on the inside cover of the panel, machine room inspection operation, emergency stop switch and low oil protection because the Petitioner has demonstrated that the purpose of the statute underlying the rule will be met and that Petitioner would suffer a substantial hardship if required to comply with this rule (VW 2011-182).
