5H-2.003 Assessments; Collections.

(1) Assessments. The Department after receiving the recommendations of the Advisory Council, shall fix the rate of assessment on the volume of the commodity sold or some other equitable basis. Such assessment shall be collected by the handler at the first point of sale and shall not exceed the following amounts:

(a) Twenty five cents ($.25) per hundred pounds of tobacco;

(b) Three dollars ($3.00) per ton on peanuts.

(c) One cent ($.01) per standard packed box of citrus fruit as defined in Section 601.03(33), Florida Statutes.

(2) Collections. Any money collected by the first handler shall be remitted to the Department under the provisions of the Marketing Order to be deposited in the General Inspection Trust Fund and shall be used for the sole purpose of implementing the marketing order for which the assessment was collected.
