5H-5.004 Tobacco Warehouses; Auction, Weighing and Handling Fees; Commission on Gross Sales. 

Beginning with the adoption of this rule, maximum charges and expenses of handling and selling leaf tobacco upon the floor of the tobacco warehouses of this state shall not exceed the following schedule, to-wit:

For auction fees, fifteen cents on all piles of one hundred pounds or less and twenty-five cents on all piles over one hundred pounds. For weighing and handling, ten cents per pile of all piles of one hundred pounds and ten cents for each additional one hundred pounds. For commissions on the gross sales of leaf tobacco in said warehouses, not to exceed two and three-quarters per cent of said gross sales.
