5M-3.001 Purpose.

The purpose of this rule is to effect pollutant reduction through the implementation of non-regulatory and incentive based programs, which may be determined to have minimal individual or cumulative adverse impacts to the water resources of the state. The rule defines the phosphorus management requirements of agricultural producers necessary to receive a presumption of compliance with state water quality standards, including those established by the Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) program, pursuant to Section 403.067, F.S., and the South Florida Water Management District’s (SFWMD) Works of the District Program contained in Chapter 40E-61, F.A.C. Implementation of this rule is part of a comprehensive program to achieve water quality standards. Reasonable assurance for achieving water quality standards is enhanced through verification monitoring at representative sites and subsequent identification of additional or modified control measures where needed. Where it is determined that despite proper assessment, BMP design, or BMP implementation, additional or modified BMP control measures are necessary to achieve compliance with water quality standards, established phosphorus reduction targets or total maximum daily loads, the implementation of these measures will be achieved through a modification of this rule.
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
