5M-3.006 Land Application of Animal Wastes.

Animal wastes shall be applied at a phosphorous-based agronomic rate. The landowner or leaseholder must have a current (5 year old or less) nutrient management plan, prepared by a Technical Service Provider, or the USDA/NRCS consistent with the USDA, NRCS, Field Office Technical Guide, Conservation Practice Standards-Code 590 “Nutrient Management” (February 2003) and Code 633 “Waste Utilization” (October 2003). The landowner or leaseholder must maintain adequate records demonstrating adherence to the Nutrient Management Plan. The Nutrient Management Plan, and associated records, shall be made available to the Department or its representative upon request.
