6A-1.09417 Curriculum Frameworks ‒ Lifelong Learning Noncredit Courses, Adults ‒ High School and Non-High School Graduates.

A curriculum framework is a set of broad guidelines which aids educational personnel in producing specific instructional plans for a given subject area or area of study and which is consistent with the “Course Code Directory and Instructional Personnel Assignments” adopted by reference in Rule 6A-1.09441, F.A.C. Curriculum frameworks for the lifelong learning noncredit courses approved by the State Board are contained in the publication, “Curriculum Frameworks for Lifelong Learning Noncredit Courses, Adults – High School and Non-High School Graduates,” which is hereby incorporated by reference to become effective December, 1988.
