6A-6.03021 Special Programs for Students who are Profoundly Handicapped.

(1) For purposes of funding, profoundly handicapped students shall be classified as:

(a) Profoundly mentally retarded as defined in Rule 6A-6.03011, F.A.C.;

(b) Deaf-blind as defined in Rule 6A-6.03022, F.A.C.;

(c) Autistic as defined in Rule 6A-6.03023, F.A.C.; or

(d) Severely emotionally disturbed as defined in paragraph 6A-6.03016(1)(b), F.A.C.

(2) School districts may utilize the weighted cost factor for the profoundly handicapped when a student meets the criteria in (1)(a), (b), (c) or (d) above and is in a course for the profoundly handicapped, profoundly mentally retarded, deaf-blind, autistic, or severely emotionally disturbed. The district may also use the weighted cost factor for the profoundly handicapped for an individual student who meets the criteria in paragraph (1)(a), (b), (c), or (d) above and is in other courses for exceptional students consistent with the student’s individual educational plan.
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
