64B13-4.002 Reexamination.

An applicant who fails Part I or Part II of the state examination for licensure shall be required to retake only that portion of the examination on which he or she failed to achieve a passing grade, provided that the applicant shall be limited to two (2) retakes within a twenty-eight (28) month period from the date of original failure. The Board may grant an extension of time of one additional year to allow a second retake based on medical disability substantiated by documentation from the applicant’s physician. If the applicant fails to achieve a passing grade as provided above, he or she shall be required to take the complete state examination for licensure and certification examination in order to be entitled to be licensed.
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
