NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on February 13, 2012, the Board of Nursing Home Administrators, received a petition for Amy R. Patrick-Trump. The petitioner is seeking a waiver or variance of paragraphs 64B10-11.002(3)(a) and (b), Florida Administrative Code, which requires that to establish eligibility for licensure as a nursing home administrator by endorsement under Section 468.1705, F.S., the applicant must successfully pass the required examinations in subsection (1); and

(a)
Hold a valid active license to practice nursing home administration in another state, provided that the current requirements for licensure in that state are substantially equivalent to, or more stringent than, the current requirements in the state of Florida; and

(b)
Have practiced as a nursing home administrator for 2 years within the 5-year period immediately preceding the application by endorsement.

Petitioner is also seeking a waiver or variance of subsection 64B10-16.001(2), Florida Administrative Code, which requires that an applicant for the AIT program must meet those qualifications established by Section 468.1695, F.S., at the time of application, including completion of required forms. The applicant is required to indicate on form DH-MQA-NHA003 (Revised 10/2007) whether the applicant is applying for the AIT 1000-hour program or the AIT 2000-hour program as referenced in Rule 64B10-11.002, F.A.C.
