Petitioner is a licensed engineer, while his wife is not so licensed. He seeks a declaratory statement to determine whether the provisions of Chapter 621, F.S., relating to Professional Service Corporations and Limited Liability Companies would prevent the formation of a Limited Liability Company by his wife, or he and his wife together, where the business of that LLC would be the provision of professional engineering services. Additionally, Petitioner seeks a declaratory statement clarifying whether the title allowed for use by the entity is determined by the chapter under which it is organized or by the service being provided.
