61G16-4.004 Discretionary Reinstatement of Null or Void Licenses.
(1) A former licensee may apply to the Board for reinstatement and activation of the previous license if the individual made a good faith effort to comply with renewal but failed because of illness or unusual hardship.

(2) Application is complete upon receipt by the Board of a properly completed license application, letter requesting reinstatement under this rule, documentation to establish the illness or hardship including the nature and duration, explanation and documentation of the “good faith effort” made to comply with the renewal requirement, and payment of the required fees established in subsection (5) of Rule 61G16-3.001, F.A.C.
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
