6C7-4.030 Boating on University Lakes. 

It shall be the policy at University of Central Florida that the lakes on its campus are considered natural elements contributing to the beauty of the campus and its surroundings. Therefore, in order to maintain the lakes in the most natural state possible and to protect the wildlife, fish, and shorelines, as well as the lives of persons swimming or otherwise enjoying the lake, boats using motors will not be permitted thereon. Boats using human energy or other non-mechanical propulsion devices shall be encouraged.

The exception to the use of motor powered boats shall be those maintained by the Security Offices for rescue purposes.
