6C9-3.014 Non-Degree Registration.

(1) Non-degree status is designed for individuals who wish to register for a course for which they are qualified or whose credentials are not on file at the time of initial registration. Enrollment in a course is subject to the approval of the appropriate program administrator.

The non-degree coursework transfer policy for graduate students is outlined in the “Graduate Policies” section of the general catalog.

(2) A student may register for no more than one term in the “Non-Degree” category. Anyone wishing to continue at UNF beyond the one term should consult an admissions officer about formal admission.

(3) No more than twelve semester hours may be transferred from a non-degree status to a UNF degree program.

(4) First-time-in-college freshmen are prohibited from enrolling in the non-degree category.
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
