The purpose of the meeting was to appoint an interim Commissioner and to discuss the process for searching for the next Commissioner of Education. 

The action of the Board was to unanimously appoint Pam Stewart, current Chancellor of Public Schools, as the interim Commissioner and to direct the Department of Education to begin the process of identifying a search firm that can assist in the identification of candidates for the next Commissioner of Education.
