Wagner, III, Petitioner, filed on August 14, 2012. The petition seeks the agency’s opinion as to the applicability of Sections 633.121, 633.161, 633.025, 509.013, 553.895, 509.242, Florida Statutes; and Rules 69A-43.019, 69A-3.012, Chapter 69A-43, F.A.C.; FL Fire Prevention Code LSC-101 sections 3.3.143; 3.3.42; 3.3.83; 3.3.83.1; 3.3.267; and Florida Fire Prevention Code NFPA-1 sections 1.3.4; 4.5.7; 4.5.7.1 as it applies to the petitioner.

This petition concerns a structure located at 84791 Overseas Hwy., Islamorada, FL. The Village Fire Official has determined, by fire safety inspection, that a portion of the structure is being utilized as a bed and breakfast. The Village Fire Official believes a bed and breakfast use is a “transient public lodging establishment,” within the meaning of Section 509.242(1), FS., Chapter 69A, F.A.C., Rule 43.003, subsection 43.004(2), F.A.C., and NFPA 101, Life Safety Code, section 28.1.1.3.
