8M-2.001 Definitions.

(1) “FIAC” means the Florida International Affairs Commission, formed pursuant to Section 288.803, F.S.

(2) “Council” means the International Trade and Investment Council, formed pursuant to Section 288.811, F.S.

(3) “Applicant” means a local governmental unit or private sector organization that applies for a grant pursuant to Section 288.806, F.S., for the purpose of international business promotion.

(4) “International business promotion” means any activity, project or program designed to promote international business trade and development.

(5) “Regional or local area international affairs commission” means any consortium of public and private sector international promotion organizations that:

(a) Comprises a geographic area of at least one county, preferably two or more contiguous counties with a population in excess of 750,000 residents based on the most recent census or having a unified program of international business promotion for at least three years;

(b) Represents public and private sector organizations that are actively engaged in international promotion within the general region;

(c) Represents, where appropriate by region, international traders, manufacturers, agricultural interests, Chambers of Commerce, educators, seaports, airports, bankers, and attorneys;

(d) Provides for cooperative efforts for international promotion in the covered region.

(6) “Covered region” means the geographical area that is served by a regional or local area international affairs commission.

(7) “Project” means the proposed international business promotion program of the applicant.
