9B-68.001 RCMP Certified Wind Mitigation Inspectors.

In order to be eligible to be certified as a Residential Construction Mitigation Program (RCMP) Inspector, for the Residential Construction Mitigation Program, an individual must be one of the following with an active license in good standing; a State Standard Certified Building Inspector, a State Certified or Registered Building, Residential or General Contractor, a Florida Registered Architect, or a Florida Professional Engineer. Eligible individuals must also complete the Department of Community Affairs’ Residential Inspection Using the Wind Resistance Checklist Course and pass the exam before being certified as an Inspector.
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
