9J-19.005 Agency Participation.

(1) The applicant shall advise the Permit Coordinator of which agencies’ permits he wishes to include in coordinated permit review. The applicant may seek advice form the Permit Coordinator concerning which state or regional agency permits may be required for the applicants proposed project and which agencies he wishes to include. However, only individual agencies shall have the binding authority to determine whether an agency permit is required.

(2) At any time during review the applicant may elect to delete one or more agencies from the coordinated review and to complete coordinated review with the remaining agencies. The applicant shall notify the permit coordinator and all participating agencies in writing, stating the reason for deleting each agency. The permit coordinator shall notify all agencies.

(3) The applicant shall proceed individually with agencies not included in coordinated review. Deletion of an agency from coordinated review does not excuse the applicant from complying with the agency’s permitting program and requirements.
