9J-19.009 Completion of Substantive Review.

(1) At the conclusion of coordinated agency review, each agency shall give Notice of its certification pursuant to Section 120.60(3), F.S., and shall forward a copy of the Notice to the Permit Coordinator and all other agencies included in the coordinated review. The agency may take any of the following actions:

(a) Grant certification, if the agency finds that the proposed location, densities, intensity of use, character, major design features, and environmental impacts of the proposed development are consistent with the agency’s statute and rules. The applicant should be aware that certification may include conditions that the agency deems necessary.

(b) Deny certification. The agency shall state the reasons for denial.

(2) An agency may grant a permit in lieu of coordinated review certification if a complete permit application has been submitted and processing can be accomplished within the sixty (60) day coordinated review time frame.

(3) Agency certification shall be valid for the time provided by agency rule, and may be renewed and reissued as provided by agency rule.
