10D-116.002 Definitions.

For the purpose of this rule chapter, the following definitions will apply:

(1) “Cesarean delivery” means the extraction of the fetus, placenta, and membranes through an incision in the abdominal and uterine walls.

(2) “Department” means the Florida Department of Health and Rehabilitative Services.

(3) “Dystocia” means abnormal labor.

(4) “Peer review board” means a group selected by the provider hospital, with credentials within that hospital to perform cesarean deliveries, that will review the records of cesarean deliveries performed and determine the appropriateness of those deliveries.

(5) “Practice parameters” means specified guidelines, established by the department in consultation with the Board of Medicine and the Florida Obstetric and Gynecologic Society, to be followed by physicians in provider hospitals prior to the performance of cesarean deliveries.

(6) “Provider hospital” means a hospital in which 30 or more births occur annually that are paid for partly or fully by state funds or federal funds administered by the state.
