10D-116.004 Provider Hospital Responsibilities.

Provider hospitals have the following responsibilities:

(1) Ensure that obstetric physicians and other persons having credentials to perform cesarean deliveries are provided with copies of Section 383.336, F.S., and Chapter 10D-116, F.A.C.

(2) Establish a peer review board to review cesarean deliveries funded partly or fully by state funds or federal funds administered by the state, and ensure that the findings of the peer review board are shared with the physicians performing those deliveries.

(3) Incorporate the peer review board reviews and reports into the hospital’s quality assurance monitoring and peer review process established pursuant to Sections 407.12 and 395.0115, F.S.

(4) Report to the Agency for Health Care Administration the date of implementation of the practice parameters established by this rule and the date of the initial meeting of the peer review board established to review cesarean deliveries.
