(2) An official verification of the applicant’s medical education from the medical school which comes directly from the medical school to the Board office.

(3) The applicant must submit a copy of all certificates of training or a letter directly from the training program which specifies the beginning and ending dates of training and the specialty area of training.

(4) An applicant must submit examination score reports which come directly from the testing entity to the Board office.

(5) The applicant must submit a statement attesting to the following: Completion of two hours of continuing medical education relating to prevention of medical errors which includes a study of root cause analysis, error reduction and prevention, and patient safety, and which is approved by any state or federal government agency, or nationally affiliated professional association, or any provider of Category I or II American Medical Association Continuing Medical Education. One hour of a two hour course which is provided by a facility licensed pursuant to Chapter 395, F.S., for its employees may be used to partially meet this requirement. The course must include information relating to the five most misdiagnosed conditions during the previous biennium, as set forth in Rule 64B8-13.005, F.A.C.

(6) The application may not be used for more than one year from the date of original submission of the application. A new application and new fee shall be required from any applicant who still seeks to be licensed.
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
