Proposed changes include the incorporation by reference (either wholly or in part) of a document titled “Implementation of Florida’s Numeric Nutrient Standards” in Rule 62-302.300, F.A.C., which EPA relied upon for its approval of the Department’s numeric nutrient standards, revisions to human health-based surface water quality criteria, revisions to the dissolved oxygen criteria (both fresh and marine waters), and other issues discussed at the previous public workshops.
