On May 16, 2013, the Department issued a Final Order that was in response to a Petition for Variance from Trinity Town Center, LLLP, filed February 14, 2013 and advertised on February 18, 2013, in Vol. 39, No. 33 , of the Florida Administrative Register. No comments were received in response to the petition.
