14-28.003 Procedures for Use of Rest Areas and Wayside Parks for Non-Profit Organizations to Assemble for Safety Purposes.

(1) Permission will be granted to non-profit organizations to conduct safety breaks on a first come, first served basis for the express purpose of improving the safety of highway travel and not primarily as an advertisement for any organization or other activity. Safety breaks, or serving of coffee or other refreshments to motorists, will not be permitted at those facilities at which food or drink is made available under the auspices of the State.

(2) The service must be conducted for the express purpose of improving the safety of highway travelers.

(3) Only non-profit organizations, which have secured a permit to conduct a safety break, Form Number 850-040-70, 01/93, will be allowed to conduct such special activity within the Department public access facilities.

(a) A non-profit organization must obtain a separate safety break permit from each Department District within whose boundaries it will conduct a safety break or from the Maintenance Office of Florida’s Turnpike if conducting a safety break on Florida’s Turnpike System.

(b) Permit applications, Form Number 850-040-70, 01/93, may be obtained from any of the Department’s District or Area Maintenance Offices or the Maintenance Office of Florida’s Turnpike. The completed application may then be submitted by the permittee to the appropriate District or Area Maintenance Office. The District Maintenance Engineer or designee will be responsible for approval or denial of the permit.

(c) A safety break permit shall be valid only in the Department District in which it is issued for one year from the date of its issuance and a copy of the approved permit shall be kept on file in the District Maintenance Office for this period of time.

(d) Time frames associated with the approval, denial, suspension, or revocation of a safety break permit shall be in accordance with Chapter 120, Florida Statutes.

(4) The non-profit organization requesting use of a Department public access facility agrees to assume full responsibility and liability concerning its activities carried on at the facility, Form Number 850-040-72, Indemnification Agreement, 01/93.

(5) After compliance with the requirements of subsections 14-28.003(3) and (4), F.A.C., a Notification and Request for Facility Use, Form Number 850-040-71, 01/93, requesting the use of a Department public access facility to conduct a safety break shall be submitted by the responsible organization official to the appropriate District or Area Maintenance Office or the Maintenance Office of Florida’s Turnpike a minimum of 14 days prior to the proposed safety break and no more than 60 days prior to the event. The District Maintenance Engineer or designee will be responsible for approval or denial of notification request. Each safety break period, conducted pursuant to the notification required, shall not exceed one week.

(6) The permittee shall mail or hand deliver Form Numbers 850-040-70, 850-040-71, and 850-040-72 with original signatures to the appropriate Maintenance office during regular business hours. Copies sent by FAX will not be accepted.

(7) The permittee must contact the Maintenance Engineer or designee having jurisdiction over the facility at least three days prior to the safety break and the Maintenance Engineer or designee will designate an area within the premises for the permittee’s use. All the permittee’s activities will take place within the designated area.

(8) No receptacle for donations nor receipt of contributions will be allowed. Displaying a sign that voluntary contributions will be accepted and making a receptacle available for such purposes constitutes solicitation and must be permitted as solicitation by meeting the requirements of Rules 14-28.005, 14-28.006 and 14-28.007, F.A.C.

(9) No advertising of the organization will be allowed on the roadway. However, only one sign no larger than 3' × 5' will be allowed per rest area or wayside park and that sign displaying the organization’s name as permitted may only be displayed at the serving table.

(10) No individual representing the organization providing the safety breaks shall:

(a) Be under the age of 18 years.

(b) Harass persons by demanding, threatening, or intimidating conduct.

(c) Obstruct, delay, or interfere with or distract from the free movement of either pedestrians or vehicular traffic, or hamper or impede the conduct of any authorized business.

(d) Use a sound or voice-amplifying apparatus, any drum, bell, tambourine, horn, or other noise-making device.

(e) Engage in dancing, singing, or chanting.

(f) Engage in the use of alcoholic beverages or drugs.

(g) Indicate to the public that he or she is a representative of the state or other governmental entity or otherwise misrepresent his or her identity.

(11) No equipment shall be left unattended by the permittee. Permittees shall be responsible for cleaning up and restoring the area they have used to the original condition.

(12) The permittee must have on site a copy of the approved permit forms, Forms 850-040-70, 840-040-71, and 850-040-72.

(13) Violation of these rules by any organization is grounds for denying that organization further use of Department public access facilities for safety break purposes.
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
