14-28.006 Notification.

(1) When a non-profit organization has been issued a permit by the Department pursuant to Rule 14-28.005, F.A.C., it shall notify the Department of its intended solicitation activities not more than 60 days and not less than 14 days prior to undertaking solicitation activities.

(2) A Notification and Request for Facility Use, Form Number 850-040-71, 01/93, shall be submitted to the District or Area Maintenance Office within whose district the solicitation will occur or to the Maintenance Office of Florida’s Turnpike if the solicitation will occur on Florida’s Turnpike. The District Maintenance Engineer or designee will be responsible for approval or denial of the notification request. Each solicitation period, conducted pursuant to the notification required, shall not exceed one week.

(3) The notification shall be in writing and shall include:

(a) The name, mailing address, and telephone number of each person who will be soliciting on behalf of the charitable organization.

(b) The name, mailing address, and telephone number of the person who will supervise or have responsibility for the solicitation.

(c) The site or sites at which solicitations will take place.

(d) The date and time solicitation will begin and end.

(e) A copy of any required local governmental entity permits.

(f) The permit number or a copy of the applicable general solicitation permit.

(g) If a group is soliciting on behalf of a non-profit organization, a letter of authorization from the charitable organization on behalf of which the group is soliciting.

(4) In the event more than one organization wishes to solicit during the same period at the same site, the first notification received by the Department will be the first considered for approval.

(5) The permittee must contact the Maintenance Engineer or designee having jurisdiction over the facility at least three days prior to the solicitation, and the Maintenance Engineer or designee will designate an area within the premises for the permittee’s use.

(6) Solicitation may not occur until all information required in Rule 14-28.006, F.A.C., has been provided to the Department and the Department has approved the request.

(7) The permittee shall mail or hand deliver Forms 850-040-70, 850-040-71, and 850-040-72 with original signatures to the appropriate District Maintenance Office during regular business hours. Copies sent by FAX will not be accepted.
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
