14-51.041 Criteria for Unincorporated Areas.

(1) If an unincorporated area appears on the Official Florida State Transportation Map, signing shall be provided by the Department upon request by the county.

(2) Place name signs for an unincorporated area not appearing on the current Official Florida State Transportation Map will be eligible upon written request of the county. Such requests shall demonstrate the following:

(a) There shall be clearly identifiable localized development in the area.

(b) The community must lie on or along the State Highway System.

(c) Horizontal/vertical curves of the roadway restrict advance notice to motorists approaching the community.

(d) The community is a county seat or has historical, cultural, educational places of interest, or major tourist attractions which are not separately signed.

(e) A post office, railroad station, water tower, or similar structure bearing the place name exists in the community.

(f) The county has installed or agreed to install place name signs on its roads traversing the area.
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
