14-54.0012 Definitions. 

As used in this rule chapter, the following words and phrases shall have the following meanings.

(1) “C.F.R.” means the Code of Federal Regulations.

(2) “Heavy Truck” means a motor vehicle having a registered gross weight of 26,000 pounds or more.

(3) “Posted Roads” means roads and streets which cannot be used by tandem trailer truck combinations.

(4) “Residential Neighborhood Street” means a section of a local street or road located within an area which is substantially used for residential purposes.

(5) “Standard Tandems” mean tandem trailer truck combinations, in which neither the semitrailer nor the trailer unit exceed 28 feet in length and which are operated in compliance with Parts II and IV of this rule chapter.

(6) “Tandem Trailer Truck” means any combination of a tractor-semitrailer-trailer coupled together so as to operate as a complete unit [See Section 316.003(71), Florida Statutes]. A tandem trailer truck combination includes the converter dolly.

(7) “Terminal” means any location where:

(a) Freight either originates, terminates, or is handled in the transportation process; or

(b) Commercial motor carriers maintain operating facilities.

(8) “Turnpike Double Permit” means a permit issued by the Department’s Road Use Permits Office for the specific and limited purpose of allowing tandem trailer truck combinations known as turnpike doubles to operate on Florida’s Turnpike.

(9) “Turnpike Doubles” mean tandem trailer truck combinations in which either the semitrailer or the trailer unit exceeds 28 feet in length but in which neither the semitrailer nor the trailer unit exceeds 48 feet in length and which are operated in compliance with Parts III and IV of this rule chapter.
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
