14-54.014 Staging.

(1) General.

(a) Make-up and break-up of tandem trailer truck combinations shall not be allowed on publicly-owned rights of way unless the area is designated for such use or unless a bona fide emergency occurs.

(b) The owner(s) of a tandem trailer truck combination shall assume all responsibility for his/her vehicles and equipment, as well as the contents thereof, while such vehicles and equipment are in a make-up break-up area located on a public right-of-way.

(2) Standard Tandems. Standard tandems are not allowed to stage on or along the Florida Turnpike System, either on Turnpike rights of way or in Turnpike staging areas. However, standard tandems may use other truck facilities on the Turnpike that may be designated for such usage.

(3) Turnpike Doubles.

(a) Turnpike doubles shall be made and broken down only in Turnpike staging areas which are special assembly areas designated for this purpose. All movement across traffic while entering or leaving a staging area shall be made using extreme care.

(b) The Permittees shall assume all responsibility for their vehicles and equipment, as well as the contents thereof, while such vehicles and equipment are in a staging area.

(c) For the purposes of safety and meeting unforeseen local conditions, the Permittees’ use of staging areas is subject to Department regulation at the staging areas, including the prohibition of staging during certain hours; temporary suspension of staging and limitation of the time that equipment may be parked in the staging area.
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
