14-63.0091 Application Procedure and Notice to Others. 

The applicant shall coordinate with cities, counties, and utility owners which have facilities along the proposed route. Applicants shall obtain an “Application for Permit to Move Building Over State Roads”, Form 850-040-90 (Rev. 01/94), from any Area or District Maintenance Office. If the proposed housemoving route occurs in more than one district, then the applicant will need to obtain a permit application for each district that is affected by the move. Applicants shall complete all appropriate sections of the form and obtain review and approval of the nearest Florida Highway Patrol Office with route and escort recommendations. Application for Permit to Move Building Over State Roads, Form 850-040-90 (Rev. 01/94), is hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of these rules.

(1) Applicants must contact all utility owners (e.g., traffic signals, electric power lines, sewer, gas, communication lines, cable television) and all appropriate government authorities of cities and counties whose facilities will be affected by the move and address any concerns they may raise. In addition, it is the responsibility of the permittee to notify these utilities at least 24 hours in advance of the proposed movement. The permittee shall notify the railroad company at least 24 hours in advance of any move over rail crossings at grade.

(2) Applicants should mail or hand deliver the completed application form to the Area Maintenance Office within whose boundaries the move originates. If the proposed housemoving route occurs in more than one district, an application must be submitted to each respective Area Maintenance office within whose boundaries the move originated for that district.

(3) The Area Maintenance Engineer or his designee will review the application on the form for completeness, accuracy and compliance with these rules. The application will then be forwarded to the District Maintenance Engineer for final approval.

(4) In addition, all applications for special permits, routes crossing movable bridges, and moves requiring a load plan must be reviewed by the Departmental District Structures and Facilities Engineer prior to approval.

(5) After the application has been reviewed and approved, the District Maintenance Office shall issue a “Permit for Moving Building Over State Roads”, Form 850-040-85 (Rev. 01/94), which is hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of these rules. The original permit will be posted on the left rear corner of the building to be moved and a copy will be issued to the permittee, the District Maintenance Office, the Area Maintenance Office, the District Fiscal Office, or the Central Fiscal Office.

(6) Requests for time extension must be made by the permittee through the issuing office. The request must be made not less than 48 hours prior to the expiration date of the original permit. A review of the request will be made and the permittee notified accordingly. Not more than three time extensions will be granted for each permit.

(7) The permittee shall notify each Area Maintenance Office that is affected by the move, of the exact times of the scheduled movement at least 24 hours in advance.

(8) The Department’s review of applications submitted in accordance with this rule chapter shall be conducted in accordance with the time frames established by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes.
