14-98.001 Purpose.

The purpose of the Highway Traffic Safety Program is to develop, implement, and manage a data-driven comprehensive traffic safety program aimed at saving lives, preventing injuries, and reducing related costs associated with traffic crashes on Florida’s roadways. The Highway Traffic Safety Program provides for the acceptance of State and Community Highway Safety Funds provided through the United States Department of Transportation under Section 402, Title 23, United States Code, and for the State’s implementation of the provisions of the National Highway Safety Act of 1966, as amended. The law establishes broad objectives for the purpose of funds allocation. This rule chapter shall be liberally construed by the Department to effectuate the purposes of the statutes, and the National Highway Safety Act of 1966, as amended. It is the intent of the Department that these rules permit maximum flexibility within the limits of the statutes, yet define procedures consistent with sound public fund management principles and consistent with the need to apprise potential applicants, fund recipients, and the public of the Department’s policy governing administration of the program. Funding for the Highway Traffic Safety Program is based on the Federal Fiscal Year, from October 1 of each year through September 30 of the following year.
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
