15A-1.012 Driver License Examinations: Scoring.

An applicant shall fail an examination for any of the following:

(1) Road sign/road rules examinations – failing to correctly identify at least fifteen of twenty signs on the road sign examination, and failing to correctly answer at least fifteen of twenty questions on the road rules examination taken.

(2) Motorcycle operation examination – failing to correctly answer at least fifteen of twenty questions.

(3) Cheating on subsections (1) or (2). The use of any material or communicating with another person, except to the person administering the examination, is prohibited. To do so will result in immediate failure.
