67-59.001 Purpose and Intent.

In 2010, the United States Department of the Treasury (“U.S. Treasury”) created the Housing Finance Agency Innovation Fund for the Hardest Hit Housing Markets (“Hardest Hit Fund”) and allocated funds under the Emergency Economic Stabilization Act of 2008 (“EESA”) to Florida and other states. Florida Housing was directed by U.S. Treasury to create and administer foreclosure prevention assistance programs and to use a portion of these funds specifically for targeted unemployment programs that provide temporary assistance to eligible homeowners. Florida Housing’s use of these funds is governed by written agreements with U.S. Treasury.
