20-35.001 Fresh Fruit to Be Graded.

(1) Except as provided in subsection (2), all Florida citrus fruit intended for consumption in fresh form that is sold, offered for sale or shipment, or shipped by common carrier or otherwise, shall be graded according to Florida standards as set forth herein, or, at the shipper’s option, according to the standards established by the United States Department of Agriculture under 7 C.F.R. Part 51 as amended December 1, 1980, incorporated herein by reference. Such fruit shall also meet applicable minimum maturity standards and minimum quality standards as set forth herein. Size, count and pack for each respective variety and container shall be as set forth in Department of Citrus Chapter 20-39, F.A.C.

(2) Gift fruit shipments and roadside retail shipments not for resale as defined by Department of Citrus rule need not be graded nor certified as to grade.
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
