20-35.003 Honey Tangerines ‒ Florida Grades and Standards. 

Florida State Grades and minimum quality standards shall be identical to those established by the United States Department of Agriculture as prescribed in 7 C.F.R. Part 51 “United States Standards for Grades of Florida Tangerines” as amended December 1, 1980 and incorporated herein by reference, with the following exceptions:

(1) Damage caused by dryness or mushy condition shall mean dryness or mushy condition affecting all segments more than 1/4'' at stem end, or an equivalent volume, when occurring in other portions of the fruit.

(2) Serious damage caused by dryness or mushy condition shall mean dryness or mushy condition affecting all segments more than 1/2'' at stem end, or an equivalent volume, when occurring in other portions of the fruit.

(3) Very serious damage caused by dryness or mushy condition shall mean dryness or mushy condition affecting all segments more than 3/4'' at stem end, or an equivalent volume, when occurring in other portions of the fruit.

(4) For Florida No. 1 Golden Grade, the requirements are the same as for Florida No. 1 Grade except that not more than the number of fruits permitted in U.S. No. 1 Golden Grade in the USDA Standards for Grades of Florida Oranges and Tangelos, shall have more than 1/3'' of their surface, in the aggregate, affected by discoloration.
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
