(2) Optionally, the food product may be made using grapefruit sections only, or orange sections only, provided the total citrus sections used are not less than 40% of total product weight.

(3) As a further option, the product may be gelled in orange juice, in which case “Orange Juice (11.8 degrees Brix) (prepared by reconstituting frozen concentrated unsweetened orange juice, U.S. Grade (A), 41.8 degrees Brix with pH 3.40 or higher)” shall be used in the above formula in lieu of “Grapefruit Juice.”

(4) The product may be packaged as a chilled or canned product in such a manner that it need not be refrigerated during shipment.

(5) The label of canned product shall include the statement “Keep under refrigeration for maximum flavor retention” or similar statement indicating the product should be refrigerated if stored for extended periods.
