20-64.019 Products Having No Established State or USDA Grade Standards.

Any citrus product manufactured for human consumption containing twenty percent or more citrus or citrus juice, for which Florida grade standards have not been established, shall be inspected in accordance with USDA Grade Standards. If grade standards have not been established by the USDA, inspection shall be limited to the following factors:

(1) If the product shows reasonably uniform color, is reasonably free from defects and is reasonably acceptable in tests, possesses reasonably good and normal flavor and is free from foreign materials, it may be so certified on the inspection certificate based on the above factors.

(2) For purposes of this rule:

(a) “Reasonably uniform color” means the color is reasonably bright, uniform throughout and characteristic of the fruit variety or varieties, but may be slightly dull or dark due to oxidation, improper processing or other causes.

(b) “Reasonably free from defects” means the product may have noticeable, but not prominent, amounts of seed particles or other extraneous materials.

(c) “Reasonably acceptable in taste” means the product has a normally pleasing taste without decidedly objectionable features.

(d) “Reasonably good and normal flavor” means the product has a good flavor reasonably characteristic of the fruit or fruit ingredients, and may have a slightly caramelized flavor, but is free from excess bitter flavor or off-flavor of any kind.

(e) “Free from foreign materials” means the product shall conform to the applicable standards of the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.
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
