20-66.002 Products for Export.

(1) A product intended for export which is certified as meeting the requirements of either of the two highest grades for such product established from time to time by the Department of Citrus, shall not be deemed to be mislabeled under this rule if the label:

(a) Contains no false or misleading representations, and

(b) Is in accordance with the specifications of the foreign purchaser, and

(c) Is not in conflict with the laws of the foreign country to which it is to be exported, and

(d) The outside of the shipping package is marked to show that it is intended for export.

(2) There shall be no restrictions on the labeling of products for which there are no applicable U. S. or Florida standards when such products are packed, certified and marked for export to foreign countries other than Canada, provided the labeling contains no false or misleading representation. It shall be the responsibility of the packing processor or exporter to comply with the labeling requirements of the foreign country.

(3) A product labeled for export shall not be sold or offered for sale in domestic commerce unless the label conforms with all applicable domestic requirements.
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
