20-66.004 Florida Identification.

Effective September 1, 2000, all processed 100% grapefruit products packed in retail containers in Florida shall be prominently identified by use of the word “Florida”, or the Florida Citrus Growers’ certification mark (U.S. Reg. No. 2,263,176) as described in, and authorized by, Department of Citrus Chapter 20-109, F.A.C., including the words “Florida” and “100% Pure.” However, existing label stock carrying the Florida Sunshine Tree mark may be used until such existing stock is exhausted. To be prominent, when placed on the label, the word “Florida” or the certification mark shall be clearly legible, appear at least one time in a conspicuous location and be in a size and contrasting color so as to be readily seen under general conditions of purchase. To be prominent, when printed or embossed on the container end, the word “Florida” or the certification mark shall be clearly legible, be in a conspicuous size and, if printed, be in a contrasting color, so as to be readily seen under general conditions of purchase.
