20-70.002 Use of Labels to Represent Grade.

(1) A label registered to represent a specific grade cannot be re-registered to represent a lower grade, except in special cases where facts presented to the Department of Citrus indicate such restriction is creating an undue hardship.

(2) A label registered to represent a specific grade on any one or more products cannot be used on a product of lower grade; except, labels registered as Grade “A” or “Fancy” for use on juices, may also be registered as Grade “B” for specific use on grapefruit sections or unsweetened frozen concentrated grapefruit juice.
